











iii. Please confirm that bus, pedestrian and cycle modelling will be undertaken at each of the
interchanges in accordance with suitable modelling guidelines prior to reserved matters and
other related matters approval (RES 2.2.35, 2.2.37, 2.2.41, 2.2.46 and relevant sections of the
TA, TASR).

iv. The applicant is required to explain why step free access is not being proposed within phase
1 (PDP), the objective is to make stations accessible to all, and to substantiate the assumption
that it is not needed to support the proposed circa 275,000 sgm of new development proposed
in this predeminant retail phase.

V. In relation to the car parking assessment, the applicant it required to:review the car parking
strategy to update it in the light of all discussions between the council and TfL; illustrate the
key elements of the revised car parking strategy in the RES and RDSF; prepare a site wide
parking accumulation plan.

i, demonstrate using plans how pedestrian access will be taken from Templehoff Bridge to the
bus station including details of lifts and access for mobility impaired users (by reference to
BXC20) in order to demonstrate that the bus station will be fully accessible.

vit.  Also in relation to car parking please confirm that the proposed TA Matrix, Reserved Matters
Transport Report (to be prepared by phase and by plot} will refer to the number of car parking
spaces.

vii.  With regard to funding the bus network please provide details of the total cost and mechanism

for payment of s106 contributions proposed for enhancement of the bus network to improve
current conditions, meet the demands created by the PDP and subsequent phases of
devefopment.

iX. Please confirm where bus priority is to be provided and illustrate how this will improve bus
reliability and journey times (RES 2.2.57).

X. The applicant has previously undertaken a Step Free access study at Brent Cross
Underground station. Please explain clearly how the proposed works will make this station
DDA compliant.

. The applicant must respond to all the concerns raised with respect to the TA Matrix and the
Reserved Matters Transport Reports.

Xii. Please set out the scope and amount of funding to be provided in order to mitigate transport
impacts as described in the TA and the TASR. This is required to ensure that sufficient funds
will be paid to the Council as stakeholder to mitigate the impact of the development as well as
funding provided or made available to pay for additional consultancy fees and updating of the
model or payment of salary of the travel plan co-ordinator. As part of this process the smarter
behavioural measures listed in the Framework Travel Plan {FTP) shouid please be priced and
committed.

ik, The applicant is required to illustrate where the proposed retail consolidation centre will be
located and to demonstrate how this will contribute towards reducing the impact of retail trips.

Officers are available should clarification be required on any aspect of the matters identified in this
request.
